SECTION 2   OPERATION

2.1 Starting The Engine

DANGER! Do not start the engine when the clutch/brake
lever is in the engaged (down) position. Always be sure the
blade is disengaged and all persons are away from the
blade before starting the engine.

WARNING! Make sure the carriage fwd/rev switch is in the
neutral position before turning the key switch to the ON or
ACC position. This will prevent unintended carriage move-
ment.

Engine Control Lights

See Figure 2-1. The following indicator lights are located on the sawmill control panel.
See the manufacturer’s engine manual for troubleshooting tips.

Key Switch Indicator: Lights up when the key is in either the ON or ACC (#1 or #3) posi-
tion.

Engine Start

Turn the key switch to the START (#2) position and release.

If the engine needs choking to start, pull the choke wire out until the engine starts. Push
the choke wire in after the engine starts. 

For more information, see the engine manufacturer’s operation manual.

If the fuel tank was recently filled or replaced, squeeze the primer bulb once or twice
before trying to start the engine. NOTE: If pumping problems are experienced, make sure
the out-flow end of the hose line is connected to the carburetor. If pumping problems are
still experienced, hold the primer bulb in a vertical position while squeezing. This allows
the fuel check valve to operate properly.

Engine Shutoff

Turn the key switch to the OFF (#0) position.

SECTION 3   MAINTENANCE

IMPORTANT!  The Wood-Mizer maintenance schedule
takes into account the specific use of engines in the
Wood-Mizer sawmill. Therefore, the schedule may require
certain procedures be performed at different time intervals
than found in the engine manufacturer's manuals. Refer to
the manufacturer's manual if you need more information on
how to perform a procedure or on the engine itself.

This symbol identifies the interval (hours of operation) which each maintenance proce-
dure should be performed. "AR" signifies maintenance procedures which should be per-
formed as required.

3.1 Air Filter & Pre-Cleaner

Service the pre-cleaner every four hours of operation. Service by gently shaking excess
sawdust and debris from the foam piece.

Clean the air filter (air cleaner element) and pre-cleaner (element wrapper) every eight
hours of operation. See the engine manual for further instructions.

Replace the air filter (cleaner) every 200 hours of operation.

Replace the pre-cleaner (element wrapper) every 2000 hours of operation.

3.2 Engine Oil

Check the oil level every 8 hours of operation. Add oil as necessary. See the engine man-
ual for oil viscosity and grade recommendations.

IMPORTANT! During initial break-in, change the oil after
the first 5 hours and every 50 hours thereafter. Continue to
check oil level every 8 hours of operation and refill as nec-
essary.

3.3 Air Cooling System

Wash the engine or brush off sawdust and debris every 50 hours of operation. Clean the
spark arresters, breather pipe, cylinder head and cylinder cooling fins. Remove any dust,
dirt or oil. See engine manual for further instructions.

3.4 Fuel Filter

Replace the fuel filter every 100 hours of operation.

3.5 Battery

Check the battery electrolyte level every 50 hours of operation. See manufacturer’s man-
ual for instructions.

WARNING! Batteries contain explosive gases. Always
wear eye protection and keep face away when charging or
boosting battery. Charge battery in well-ventilated area.
Keep battery away from hot or burning materials. Avoid
spilling electrolyte when handling.

3.6 Drive Belt Adjustment

See Figure 3-1. Check the drive belt tension after the first 20 hours, and every 50 hours
thereafter. The drive belt should have 7/16" (11 mm) deflection with a 14 lb. deflection
force. To adjust the drive belt, remove the two belt covers located underneath the engine.
Loosen the turnbuckle jam nuts. Turn the turnbuckle counterclockwise (as viewed from
the top) to tighten the belts, clockwise to loosen the belts. Retighten the jam nuts.
Replace the belt covers.

Periodically check all belts for wear. Replace any damaged or worn belts as needed.

Adjust the drive belt support as needed. The drive belt support is designed to extend belt
life. The support bracket should be adjusted to NOT touch the drive belt when the clutch
handle is engaged (down position), AND to hold the drive belt away from the engine pul-
ley when the clutch handle is disengaged (up position).

DANGER! Do not for any reason adjust the drive belt sup-
port with the motor running. Always stop the motor before
reachng or looking into the drive belt area.

See Figure 3-2. To adjust: 

1. Make sure the motor is not running. Loosen the adjustment bolt.

2. Position the support bracket so it does not touch the drive belt with the clutch handle
engaged, and does hold the drive belt away from the motor pulley with the clutch handle
disengaged.

3. Retighten the adjustment bolt to 25-27 pound feet (34-37 newton meters).

3.7 Miscellaneous Maintenance

Clean and inspect the spark arresters every 50 hours of operation. Replace if damaged.

Inspect the spark plugs every 100 hour of operation. Remove any deposits and adjust
gap if necessary. See engine manual for further information.

Adjust the valve clearance every 500 hours of operation. See engine manual for further
details. 

Clean carbon and lead deposits from the cylinder head every 1000 hours of operation.
See engine manual for further details.

3.8 RPM Adjustments 

DANGER! Remove the blade from the sawmill before
checking engine RPM.

Check the RPM with a tachometer after the first 20 hours of operation and every 200
hours thereafter. High-end RPM should be 3400-3600RPM and low-end RPM should be
1800 (±100).

Before checking the RPM, make sure belt and brake strap tension are correct (See Saw-
mill Maintenance).

1. Start the engine to measure the low-end RPM.

See Figure 3-3. Make sure that the throttle linkage is not affecting the engine RPM while
the clutch/brake handle is disengaged.

Make sure the cable is not bent or kinked. If necessary, rotate the clamp on bracket B
until the cable spring, cable guide, cable, and throttle brackets are aligned. NOTE: It is
important that the above components are aligned. Proper alignment allows any slack in
the cable (when engine is idling) to slide down into the cable spring. This maintains free
operation of the cable and prevents the cable from kinking. Make sure the shoulder bolt
does not rub against the crankcase vent tube.

2. Refer to the engine manual to adjust the low-end RPM.

3.6 Clutch Handle Adjustment

After the drive belts and brake strap are properly adjusted, the clutch handle should lock
in the down position when the drive belts are engaged. If the clutch handle does not stay
locked, adjust the handle turnbuckle. Remove the blade from the sawmill.

4. Remove the inner belt guard and engage the clutch handle.

5. Hold a straight edge between the bottom and top pivot centers and measure the distance
to the middle pivot.

6. Adjust the clutch handle turnbuckle until the center of the middle pivot is 7/16” from the
straight edge.

Check the RPM with a tachometer after the first 20 hours of operation and every 200
hours thereafter. High-end RPM should be 3400-3600RPM and low-end RPM should be
1800 (±100).

Before checking the RPM, make sure belt and brake strap tension are correct (See Saw-
mill Maintenance).

1. Start the engine to measure the low-end RPM.

Make sure that the throttle linkage is not affecting the engine RPM while the clutch/brake
handle is disengaged. Make sure the cable is not bent or kinked. If necessary, rotate the
clamp on bracket B until the cable spring, cable guide, cable, and throttle brackets are
aligned. NOTE: It is important that the above components are aligned. Proper alignment
allows any slack in the cable (when engine is idling) to slide down into the cable spring.
This maintains free operation of the cable and prevents the cable from kinking. Make sure
the shoulder bolt does not rub against the crankcase vent tube.

2. Refer to the engine manual to adjust the low-end RPM.

3. Engage the clutch handle to throttle the engine and measure the high-end RPM.

See Figure 3-4. To adjust the high-end RPM, lower or raise the cable guide in the throttle
cable bracket until the cable spring extends 1/4" - 3/8" (6.4 - 9.5 mm) when the engine is
at 3400-3600 RPM. Bend the high speed stop on bracket B down until it touches bracket
A. This will prevent over-revving the engine when tightening the belt adjustment. To
adjust for low-end RPM, adjust the idle screw on bracket B until the RPM is 1800 (±100).
NOTE: A properly adjusted throttle will extend the cable spring 1/4" to 3/8" (6.4 - 9.5 mm)
when running and have a slight amount of slack in the cable when idling.
